Bill Steinmetz, Mesaba Mgr., reported that the airline traffic has steadily
increased, including the month of September of which there were 358 on and 330
off, showing an increase of 56 passengers. Bill also voiced a request for

shelving which will be put up as soon as time allows.

Ben Meier, Jamestown Aviation, appeared béfore the Airport Authority submitting
a letter for preliminary approval of letter item #1 - replacement of existing
J. Aviation Maintenance Shop; #2 - Moving existing gas pumps from current site
to a new site; #3 - Pull existing fuel tanks out of the ground and replace
with above ground storage tanks. A motion for preliminary approval was made,
seconded, and carried. Absent: Commissioner Traiser.

Commissioner Soulis moved to allow the Airport Manager to build a small building
for the purpose of extra storage at a cost of up to $1,000.00. Seconded by
Commissioner Hoggarth. Vote: all aye,

The Airport Managér reported that the high intensity bulbs currently being
used on Jamestown Airport are becoming increasingly more expensive as well as
obsolete. He noted that we need to buy more quantity to assure having enough

con hand to meet the winter supply. Also, we need to hope for a FAA project

to install new quartz lighting or start a replacement of the base socket for
quartz on our own.
