JAMESTOWN ATRPORT AUTHORITY
REGULAR MEETING
OCTOBER 14, 1992

The regular meeting of the Jamestown Airport Authority was called to order by Wilhelm at 8:00 AM
on this date. .

Roll call showed commissioners Wilhelm, Traiser, Hoggarth, Soulis, Sanders, coungil Merrick, Mgr.
Baker and office secretary Klein present.,

The minutes of the last meeting were approved as read.

Commissioner Sanders made a resoulation to pay the indebtedness in the amount of $89,298.86 and
was seconded by Hoggarth with an all aye vote.

The financial statements were dlscussed and approved with Sanders ma.kmg a suggestion of changing the
FICA and IRS line item, and making a separate entry to.show how much is deducted from the employees
portion and how much is the airports responsibility. Sanders also inquired about recieving a breakdown
of the land income. Commissioner Traiser asked that he be giver the phone bills for the last twelve
months -to check on Gary's calls.

In further discussion the airport manager gave a report that project 07 is 90% complete and project
05 is complete with the exception of waiting for the last reinbursemént. He also commented that.
project 08 had been applied for but wasnt top priority, and project 09 which is the signage -
project was sent in for approval with an estimated cost of $80,000.00. This project will be bidded
sometime in January 1993.

In further business an inventory was dome of the contents in the two buildings and was presented to

the board at this meeting. Gt_:_was brcught up-that.the land_the Authority.owns was bought for one dollar

im 1947 and has since been assessed @ value for bonding purposes.’

Traiser made a motion that the airport manager is not to use any more of his personal property on

the premises and has been asked to make a list of his personal property that is being used on the
airport grounds and present it to the board at the next meeting so they can determine whether any

of the items on the list should be purchased by the airport authority for airport use only. Hoggarth
seconded it with an all aye vote.

It was noted that the airport manager is to contact Tom Hoggarth regarding any purchase that exceeds
the amount of 200.00.

Wilhelm discussed about finding out if the garage keepers insurance that the airport is covered

‘under defines whether everthing is insured as one whole cost or if everthing is individually insured.

Sanders suggested getting bids on insurance coverage for the airport.

Randy Pope from Interstate Engineers reported that project 07 seeding, :stripping and extension on

lights for the end of the rumways had not arrived yet. He also said that project 08 and 09 preliminary
plans had been talked about. '

The authority approved Gary's trip to Chicago for the EPA regulations and signage conference.




//3 Wilhelm advised Gary and council members that there is to be no alcohol consuned or brought on the
~ airport premeises now or in the future, and no one is to operate airport equipment when under the
influence of alcohol.

Council Tom Merrick was asked to look into overtime compensation for local goverment employees.

Discussion was held on snow priority list which Mgr Baker had outlined on the chalk board. It

was noted that airline employees would take care of sidewalks out front of the terminal, and

-the airport custodion would take caré -of shoveling as needed. ‘

Ben Mier appeared before the council with concerns about when he bought the hangers he ended up
paying for part of the cement work out front of his office building, and wanted to know why Al Lamps
work out front of his building will be payed for by the airport authority. Mgr. Baker commented
that at the time the work was done on Bens frontage it was not part of a federal project therefore
the authority and Mier would half to come to some agreement of payment. Since Al Lamps ramp is
eligable for 90-10 federal funding it will be included in project 08. Ben also was concerned
about the lights on the airport property , and wanted to know who operates them. Gary was asked
to check on an electronic eye for the lights and was asked that the lights be left on 24hrs a

day until the problem is.golied..- Gary stated that he would discuss the matter with Floyd Schauer.

Chairman Wilhelm asked Gary to seek an alcocholic evalution and give the results to the board at the next
- meeting.

There being no- furhter business the meeting of the Jamestown Airport Aﬁthority was adjourned.

JAMESTOWN AIRPORT AUTHORITY
REGULAR MEETING
NOVEMBER 11, 1992

The regular meeting of the Jamestown Airport Authority was called to order by Wilhelm at 7:30 AM
‘on this date.

Roll call showed commissioners Wilhelm, Hoggarth, Soulis, Mgr. Baker, and office secretary Klein
present. Absent commissioners were Traiser and Sanders. Sanders seated himself at the meeting at
8:15 AM. ‘

The minutes of the last meeting were approved as read.

Commissioner Soulis made a motion to pay the indebtedness in the amount of $25,065.85 and was
seconded by Hoggarth with an all aye vote.

The financial statements were discussed and approved.

Mgr. Baker discussed the breakdown on the airports snowblower and that he had hired someone to
take care of the problem. Wilhelm pointed out that the hired help was to keep track of his time on
a time card. ' ‘

@ The bills were discussed in depth énd approved for payment.

In further business Randy Pope of Interstate Engineersigave a report on project 07 telling the
authority that it is complete and the final inspection will be ‘sometime after the airport meeting.
He stated that the only thing left was the inspection of the thickness of the FFC. He reported
that all bills will have been payed after the ones that were on the indebtedness for this month
with the exception of the 10% retainage. Wilhelms only concern was the cleanup from this project.
Randy also presented the pre application for project 08 which is the concrete ramp (apron). The
total cost of this project is $539,475.00 with $485,527.00 being the feds portion $53,000.00 the
local and state aeronautics portion, and 25,000.00 the airports portion. Randy stated that this
project would be bid in two separate parts. The first would be removing and replacing the exsisting
apron and the second part is expansion of the apron. Hoggarth asked if the authority decided to
back out of this project would there be a problem if it was alreardy approved.

Jeff Wilhelm made a comment that he feels Great Lakes Airline approaches the terminal wintow to

close and to fast. He was curious if something could be submitted for work dome over at the terminal
and be included in project 08. Randy felt that it was'nt in the scope of this project therefore
was'nt submissible. :

Mgr. Baker discussed project 09 which is the signage project. He stated the estimated cost is
$90,000.00. The project would consist of changing the colors and mmbers around on the airports
signs. He mentioned that this is a mandated change. Baker also commented that he would like to
stay with the lumicurve structure for the signs. Motion was made by Hoggarth to approve project 09
and was seconded by Sanders with an all aye vote.

Dale Weber from Farmers Union Insurance appeared beforé the council talking about our current
~ insurance coverage. He checked into our insurance and found that North Star insurance has our
b general liability, Hartford insurance has our steam boiler and ND Fire and Tornado Fund insures

" the building and contents.
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Dale went on to further say that he feels we have the best coverage possible because it is difficult
to get airport insurance.

Baker reported that a land lease is being wrote up on the old white drug office by our attorney for
the purpose of a new land lease to Jamestown Industrial Development Corporation in the amount of
$1125.00 ammally.‘

Baker discussed how we would log our inventory in the master imventory book.
Heggarth made a motion to pay Ron Jensen the 53 hours of comp time and was seconded by Sanders

with an all aye vote. The council decided that from here on out Ron is to be on a 40 hour work
week with a time card and any more comp time he accumilates is to be given to him in time off.

Baker stated that the operations manual will be changed to 911.

There being no further business the meeting of the Jamestown Airport Authority was adjourned.

REGULAR MEETING
DECEMBER 9, 1992

The regular meeting of the Jamestown Airport Authority was called to order by Wilhelm at 8:00 AM
on this date.

Roll call showed commissioners Wilhelm, Mgr. Baker, Hoggarth, Traiser, Soulis, Sanders and council
Merrick present.

The minutes of the last meeting were approved as read.

Commissioner Sanders made a motion to pay the indebtedness in the amount of $16,850.18 and was
seconded by Traiser with an all aye vote.

The financial statements were discussed and approved as read.

Wilhelm questioned the cnoper-crouse hinds bill and asked why it was'nt discussed with one of the
council members before purchasing the lights. He stated again that any expense over- 200.00 dollars
is to be notified and discussed with one of the council members before purchasing anything. Gary
said that he anticipated collecting money from Everetts and Associates for this bill,because

they had damaged some of the lights while working out here on the airport.

It was discussed why there was a deficit going into the end of the year, and Gary told the coumcil
that we have not received all of our income from the projects yet.

Commissioner Traiser made a suggestion of having a separate sheet for the income and expenses
on the airport projects.

The income and expense report was discussed in depth and there were many questions about the
budgeted items and why we were so short on the income side. Gary was asked to do some checking
into the income side of the budget. : '

Randy Pope of Interstate Engineers appeared before the council reporting that project 07 is complete
and that Everetts 8000.00 dollar deduction, because of the thickness of the porous friction coat
was out of line with there specs, and there will be a meeting in January with the FAA to discuss

the dedection. Randy also presented project 08 contract to the council and explained that the project
would be in 5 different parts. The preliminary phase would cost 3340.05, the design phase would
cost 20,801.46, the construction phase would cost 8640.60, the construction inspection and project
records phase would cost 33,461.75 and other estimated costs would be 1884.60. Right now its dis- -
Cretionary money and not a top priority project and is rated 3 on a scale of 5 being top priority
and 1 being low priority. A motion was made by Sanders to allow the signing of project 08 and

was seconded by Hoggarth with an all aye vote.

Merrick told the council that the White Drug lease has been made up. Wilhelm asked Hoggarth to
check into increasing Lucus Western and White Drugs rent.

Commissioner Soulis is retiring after 13 years and was thanked by chairmen Wilhelm and the commissioners .

for his many years of good service. He will be replaced by Ken Roeber.
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
