CLD Business

Manager Hanson informed the committee that he had ccntacted
Weather Data Services and theyv had accepted our offer of
$100.00 per month to continue the Unicom.

Manader Hanson solicited another bid for the replacement of
the non operational shoo heater. the estimated MDU provided
made this replacement to expensive. Manager Hanson reported
that he was ¢doing to try to do without a heater in that
portion of the shop. He would report back if there were any
problems. '

Manager Hanson asked the committee if they wanted to cpen a
dialog with Mesaba Airlines, as our route and subsidy were
coming up for bid in eariy 1895. The commiftee agreed that it
would not hurt to discuss this with Mesaba. However, some
concern was voiced that we here at Jamestown must continue to
have the service we are row being provided and that ocur
patrons continue to enjoy the service we now have.
