The indebtedness was discussed and Mr. Traiser made a motion
to approve the bills and Mr. Nelson seconded with an all
vote. Absent, Mr Sanders and Mr. Hoggarth.

0ld Business
Manager Hanson submitted a proposal from The Midland Bi-Fold

Doors to build and install a bi~fold door in the shop.

Mr. Klingenberg made a motion to approve the purchase of

this door and the optional door frame at the quoted price. Mr
Nelson made the second with all voting AYE. Absent Mr.

Sanders and Mr Hoggarth.

Manager Hanson briefed the JAA on the completion of the Seal
Coat Project. Stating that we had retained 5% for any
required warranty work. For all practical purposes this
project is closed.

New Business

Manager Hanson asked the JAA if they had any specific plans
for the upcoming holiday season. If there was anything that
would be required of him. The committee stated that no action

would be required at this time.

Mr. Klingenberg solicited from the JAA continued support for

an airshow in the near future. He requested that all members

talk to anyone that they felt could act as a committee member
regarding the airshow. He also requested that these names be

forwarded to him as soon as possible,

There being no further business of the Jamestown Airport
Authority this meeting was adjourned.

The meeting of the Jamestown Airport Authority was called to
order at 12:00 (noon) on this date.

Roll call showed all commissioners present.

The indebtedness was discussed and motion was made by
Mr. Sanders to pay the bills and was seconded by Mr
Hoggarth with an all ave vote.

OLD BUSINESS

Manager Hanson brought the JAA up to date on the purchase and
installation of the Bi-Fold door. Footers have been poured
and the Midland Door company is still on track for a
March/April installation.

A discussion concerning the wage and benefits committee was
tabled at this time. Not all board members on this committee
were prepared.

NEW BUSINESS

Manager Hanson submitted a list of Capitol Improvements to
the JAA. It was reviewed and Manger Hanson was asked if he
would break it down into FAA funded items and Airport
Authority Funded items. Manager Hanson will report back at
the next meeting.

Mr Meir of Jamestown Aviation requested that he be granted a
rent abatement for the new hanger he is constructing. This
topic was tabled and the JAA requested that a study be :
conducted on the current rates and charges and a purposed new
lease rates and charges fee structure be developed. Manager
Hanson will report back to the committee as soon as this
information becomes available.

Mr. Klingenberg briefed the committee on the status of the
airshow and informed the committee that there. would be some
miscellaneous expense. Mr Hoggdarth made a motion that the
airshow committee be granted up to $1000.00 for miscellaneous
expense. This motion was seconded by Mr. Nelson with all
voting AYE. '

Manager Hanson made a proposal to purchase a new welder and
other shop related items that in his opinion would make
maintenance on some of our larger equipment more practical ..
and much easier. This proposal was met with major
opposition. The premise being that what was available was
adequate and if other repairs were required they should be




sent out to other maintenance and fabrication facilities.
In the JAA's opinion the expense of updating the shop
equipment could not be justified. This proposal was tabled at

this time.

At 12:55 PM Manager Hanson was excused and the JAA entered
into an Executive session.

There being no further business the meeting of the Jamestown
Airport Authority was adjourned.

2. Mr Nelson made a motion to afflrm the telephone vote to
approve the purchase of the tractor for $5600.00 and the
purchase of the new bristles for the broom at $425.00, Mr
Sanders seconded this motion with all Votlng AYE.

3. Mr Sanders made a motlon to engage Harold Rene CPA for a
12 month period to act as the accounting firm for the Airport
Authority, seconded by Mr Nelson. All voting AYE, except Mr
Traiser who voted Nav

NEW BUSINESS

"Mr Wilhelm deferred the chair to Mr. Traiser. Mr Traiser
opened the remainder of the meeting by welcoming Mr
Klingenberg as a new member to the airport authority.

Mr. Traiser identified the responsibilities of the chairman,
then open the floor for nominations.

Mr Hoggarth nominated Mr. Nelson as chairman.

Mr Sanders moved to cleosé the nominations, Mr Tralser
seconded this motion.

Mr Nelson was app01nted chairman by a unanimous vote.

Mr-Nelson assumed the chair and continued the meeting.

The floor was opened for nomination for Vice Chairman with
Mr. Nelson nominating Mr Traiser to continue in this
position. Mr Hoggdarth provided the second with all member
voting AYE. i

Chairman Nelson then asked each member to re-evaluate their
portfolio’s for discussion at the next meeting




Manager Hanson briefed the authority on the project status.
He informed the committee that there would be some carry over
into 1996. These carry overs will be the Master Plan
completion and the final billing, approximately $7000.00, and
the Taxi Way lighting project. The earth work will be
accomplished in the spring as well as the earth work for the
sewer/water project. The Taxi Way project will carry over
approximately $4O 000.00 into 1986. :

Manager Hanson informed the oommlttee that Dale Weber of
Farmer Union Insurance is now our local agent. This change
was brought about as a result of the sale of First Insurance.

The subject of Christmas bonuses was brought up with a lively.
discussion regarding these types of bonuses. Mr Sanders
stated that he preferred to call them performance bonuses and
that the authority had never given them. Mr. Hoggarth agreed
that this was an unprecedented request as the airport
authority had never given a bonus except on one occasion

“and. that being to Ron and Vicki for the work they did durlng
the period when the airport did not have a manager in place.
‘Mr. Traiser made a motion to table this discussion, Mr :
Sanders stated that these topics should be discussed at the

" annual budget meeting and the authority should make their
"decision at that time. Mr Hoggarth seconded this motion with
all members voting AYE. '

Manager Hanson requested the airport authority pay for the
tuition and purchase of books and study materials so that he
could complete a certification program offered by the :
American Association of Airport Executives. The cost of this
course is $395.00. Mr Traiser made a motion to approve this
request with the stipulation that any other cost would be the
responsibility of Manager Hanson. Mr Sanders seconded thls
motion with all members votlng AYE.

Chalrman Nelson thanked Mr Wilhelm for hlS years of
dedicated service to the authority and presented him with an
aerlal photooraph of the Jamestown Airport.

Chairman Nelson then open. the .floor to guests and 1nterested
parties.

Mr Steinmetz informed the committee that Great Lakes would be
adding a west bound flight through Bismarck to Denver
starting 4 January 1986.

Mr Meir informed the committee that his daughter Amy would be -
acting as manager for Jamestown Aviation. And all problems
-and questions should be directed to her. ' :
